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Course Template

Below is a syllabus outline for a 3-month program designed to achieve a B1 level proficiency according to the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR).

This is a working document that can and will be adapted to each group of students. This outline includes key
language skills, topics, and learning objectives that will be covered over the 3 month period. Some topics may have
more time spent on them than others.

This is a guideline and not set in stone. Topics are at the teacher discretion.

Month 1: Building Foundations (Weeks 1-4
Language Skills:
Speaking: Basic conversations, introducing oneself, asking and answering simple questions.

Listening: Understanding everyday conversations, announcements, and simple instructions.



Reading: Grasping the main idea of short texts, signs, and simple instructions.

Writing: Writing short texts such as emails, postcards, and simple descriptions.

Topics:

- Personal Information

- Introductions, greetings, and basic personal information.
- Family, occupation, hobbies, and interests.

- Everyday Life:

Daily routines, activities, and leisure time.

Shopping, ordering food, and making simple transactions.

Grammar Focus:

- Parts of Speech
- Basic vocabulary expansion (numbers, days of the week, months, etc.).
- Simple question forms and sentence structures.

Month 2: Expanding Communication Skills (weeks 5-8

Language Skills:

Speaking: Holding conversations on familiar topics, expressing opinions, and giving simple explanations.
Listening: Understanding more complex instructions, dialogues, and short narratives.

Reading: Reading short stories, articles, and simple narratives.

Writing: Describing experiences, events, and writing informal letters or messages.

Topics:
- Travel and Tourism:
Planning a trip, asking for directions, and making travel arrangements.
Describing past travel experiences and holiday activities.
- Health and Well-being:
Describing symptoms, making appointments, and giving basic health advice.

Discussing healthy lifestyles, habits, and routines.

Month 3: Consolidation and Fluency (weeks 9-12



Language Skills:

Speaking: Engaging in discussions, expressing opinions, and participating in group activities.
Listening: Understanding TV programs, movies, and longer spoken narratives.

Reading: Reading articles, short stories, and understanding implied meaning.

Writing: Writing essays, reports, and formal letters.

Topics:
Society and Culture:

- Discussing cultural traditions, customs, and social issues.
- Expressing opinions on current events and societal topics.

Work and Employment:

Talking about job roles, responsibilities, and career aspirations.

Describing past work experiences, achievements, and challenges.

Each week will include a mix of speaking, listening, reading, and writing activities. Work with the Voxy app will be
included as well. There will also be opportunity provided for the students to have on-on-one sessions with the teacher
to discuss topics at hand or something of particular interest to them.

Interactive activities such as role-plays, group discussions, and language games will be incorporated to enhance
learning and communication skills.
